Cassidy, a 12th grader at PA Distance 
stated, “I want this magazine to inspire creativity in our school and show that just because you are 
younger doesn't mean that you can't be published next to your older peers. [W]ith age and practice 
comes a better understanding of an art form. [Student writers], are half way there already because 
[THEY] tried and took a chance.”
